Terms of Reference

1) To review the present state of examinations in the Universities and Higher Education [nstitutions
of Kerala.

2) To review the curricula and the proposed changes in the curricula to formulate examinations in
agreement with them.

3) To ensure a system of maintenance of records from registration to transfer certificate and issuing
of mark lists and certificates in a system like Digi Locker.

4) To review the present modes of conduct of examination, evaluation and result and propose
changes

5) To propose changes in the structure o { question papers and strategies of testing according to
changes in curriculum.

6) To consult all stake holders before drafting examination regulations for all Universities.

7) To propose measures to ensure the agreement of Academic C alendar and Examination Calendar.

8) To propose a system and timeline for the step-by-step digitization of the examination system.

9) To propose a system for the training of teaching and non teaching staff for the smooth conduct of
examinations.

10)To put forward any other proposal for attaining the goals already detailed or any new suggestion
that may arise as part of the deliberations of the commission.
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
